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General Information and Rules for Parents

1. Parents should drop off and pick up children PROMPTLY at the specific time and location.

2. Parents are NOT PERMITTED to stay during the class. At various times throughout the year parents will be allowed to stay in the class to observe.

3. Once class has started, DO NOT approach the teachers unless it is an emergency. If you have any questions or concerns, please speak to the teachers between classes or e-mail them.  It is not only disrespectful to the teachers but the other dancers as well.  IF A PARENT TALKS TO THE TEACHERS DURING A CLASS, THE CLASS LOSES TIME.

4. Once the studio door is closed, only a dancer may enter.  The class is not to be interrupted and NO parent may enter the room.

5. While waiting outside the studio, please keep siblings quiet.  It is the parent’s responsibility to supervise their children while waiting.  Noise, running, and garbage being left in any area is not permitted.  

6. NO FOOD allowed in the class.  The class is 2 hours or less so your child needs to eat before or after the class, not during.  Only drinks are allowed in the dancing area.

7. CLASS ATTIRE POLICY:

· You will have an opportunity to purchase additional O’Sullivan School t-shirts and shorts that are to be worn as the proper class attire.
· Your children must wear any O’Sullivan School t-shirt and black shorts while at dancing class.

· Shoes:  There will be an opportunity to purchase both types of shoes at class.  Beginners only need soft shoes.    
· If your child arrives at class in improper attire, he/she will NOT be allowed to participate.

8. COSTUMES:

Details regarding costumes will be discussed at class.  Class costume procedures will be handed out when needed.  Until then:
· Beginners: Purple class skirt and white shirt is the required costume for beginners.  
· Advanced Beginner, Novice, and Prizewinners: Class costume required for competitions or shows.  Solo costumes are at the discretion of the teachers.
· Preliminary/Open: Dress Costumes required.

NOTE:   Decisions regarding all costumes will be at the discretion of the teachers.  No exceptions.  Anyone wanting a new costume must first consult with the teachers before any ordering is done.  Then the final product must be approved by the teachers prior to any competition.  NO EXCEPTIONS.  
9.  Buying & Selling Used Items:
· Opportunities to buy and sell costumes, shoes, etc. will be provided.  Once registrations are complete, an e-mail list will be given to all parents.  You will be able to send e-mails to the class if you have items for sale or you are in need of an item.  
· If you do not wish to have your name or e-mail given to the rest of the class, please notify the teachers immediately.  
· SWAP BOX:

· If you have any item to sell, it must be written on an index card (available at class) - 1 item per card ONLY.

· The index card MUST contain the following information or it will not be accepted:

· 1) Item; 

· 2) Size (approx. size for dress and measurements should be included) of item; 

· 3) Cost of Item; 

· 4) Contact Name; 

· 5) Contact Address; 

· 6) Contact Phone Number; 

· 7) Contact E-mail.

· One PARENT VOLUNTEER will keep the box and her/his e-mail will be provided.

· You can e-mail the VOLUNTEER if you are in need of an item and (s)he can provide you with the information.

· It then becomes your responsibility to contact the seller and make arrangements.  If you need us to approve a costume, that can be done quickly at class.  

· If the item is sold, it is the seller’s responsibility to notify the volunteer to remove the card from the box.

· Warm-up suits, t-shirts, and shorts are NOT to be resold.

10. SOLO DANCERS:

· No one can move into another category (for example from Novice to Prize-Winner) without the permission of the teachers.  Violation of this IDTANA, Inc. rule could result in suspension of the dancer.  

· The teachers have final say on which competitions (reel, jig, etc.) you can enter and if this rule is ignored, the dancer will be suspended from class and competition for a time to determined by the teacher.

· Entries in the Regional Oireachtas:  You must place in a preliminary championship to be entered for solos.  Only the teachers can make any exceptions to this rule.

11. TEAMS:

· Some local competitions offer team competitions.  Once teams are learned at class, the teachers and ONLY THE TEACHERS will determine who is in which team.

· If your child is attending the Regional Qualifying (Oireachtas) or a National/World Competition, it is EXPECTED THAT THEY WILL PARTICIPATE IN TRY-OUTS AND TEAMS IF ASKED TO DO SO.

· If a dancer or parent does not take the team commitment seriously, that dancer is jeopardizing their solo entry for the event in which the team is entered (i.e., local, Regional or National event).

· Team Alternate:  In major competitions, each team will have an alternate/substitute that trains and practices with the team.  In case of an injury or if a dancer is not participating to their fullest potential, the teachers have every right to have the alternate dance in place of another dancer.

12.  SHOWS
· ALL dancers (Beginner through Prizewinner) are encouraged to sign up for as many shows as they can.  

· Preliminary and Open Championship dancers are required to perform in at least 2 shows in March & 1 Parade.  

· The show schedule will be posted as the contracts are returned.  

· Shows will be filled on a "first to sign up" basis.

13.  TUITION: 

Please read Tuition/Pricing Information Sheet carefully so no one is put in an awkward situation.
· If you decide to withdraw/transfer from the school you must notify the teacher in writing/e-mail or you will be charged tuition for that semester.  

· Tuition is due at the beginning of each semester meaning the first class in September and February.

·  A LATE FEE of $5 per week will be added until the payments are received.

· Please Note: If you decide to withdraw/transfer, written notification must be received by OCTOBER 15th for the Fall Semester or MARCH 15th for the Spring Semester in order to receive HALF of the tuition.  After the above respective dates, there will be NO refund.
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
